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2021 TENNESSEE CHAPTER ASID INTERIOR DESIGN COMPETITION
CALL FOR ENTRIES PURPOSE:
To recognize excellence in interior design projects which successfully address client
objectives and demonstrate creative and skillful problem solving.
ELIGIBILITY
RESIDENTIAL, CONTRACT AND HISTORIC PRESERVATION

· The competition is open to all ASID practitioners in good standing in the Tennessee Chapter.
·  Participants may be individuals or part of a design team. Note: the ASID Tennessee Chapter member(s) must have a significant part of the team. Therefore, the award will be presented to the individual member(s).
INDUSTRY PARTNERS 

· Industry Partners are eligible to enter their projects if their principal place of business is in Tennessee. 

· Employees of these businesses may name the creator of the project with the stipulation that they must be an employee of the business that has a designated ASID member. 

· May only enter Industry Partner categories.
ARCHITECTURAL DESIGN

Architectural firms employing interior designers, who are ASID members, may enter the Architectural Category if an ASID member was an integral member of the design team on the entered project. The award will be given to the ASID member.
CRITERIA
• Each project must have been completed after July 1, 2019.
• No entry that has been submitted in a previous ASID Interior Design Competition is eligible.
• Entrants may submit as many projects as desired.
• Each project will represent one entry in only one category
• Previously published projects may be entered.
• Entries not following instructions or not meeting the criteria and eligibility rules will be disqualified.
AWARDS:
There are two possible awards for each category; 1st. Place Award and Merit Award. One “Best of the Show” Award will be selected from all the winners of each 1st. Place category.
JUDGING:
The 2021 Tennessee Chapter ASID competition entries will be judged by an ASID Chapter outside Tennessee. The judge’s decision is final. The judges reserve the right to withhold an award if the entries do not meet the criteria. Judges evaluate entries based on:
• (25) Presentation, Quality of Photography, Design Statement & Supporting
Documents
• (15) Scale and Proportion
• (15) Effective Space Planning
• (15) Appropriate Use of Color and Finishes
• (10) Creative Use of Space
• (10) Integration of Interior Design with Architecture
• (10) Effective Use of Lighting
ENTRY CATEGORIES: A MAXIMUM OF 8 PHOTOS FOR EACH ENTRY CATEGORY.
I. COMMERCIAL: Corporate/ Institutional/Assembly/Hospitality/Healthcare/Retail
A. Under 5000 sq. ft. - 2 significant areas shown.
B. Over 5000 sq. ft. - 2 significant areas shown.
C. Singular space - Office/Conference Room/Lobby, etc. (Not part of any other category).
II. RESIDENTIAL:
D. Residence under 3500 sq. ft. - 4 significant areas shown.
 E. Residence over 3500 sq. ft. - 4 significant areas shown.
 F.  Kitchens - Large - 48 sq. ft. or more counter space.
G. Kitchens - Small - Less than 48 sq. ft. counter space.
 H. Bathroom - Large - 75 sq. ft. or more of floor space.
I.
Bathroom - small - Less than 75 sq. ft. of floor space.
 J.  Singular Space - Not part of any other category.
K. Model Home/Show House.
 L.  Outdoor “Living Space”.
III. SPECIALITY DESIGN:
M. Accessibility/Historic Presentation/Adaptive reuse.
 N.  Green Design/LEED, Sustainability
AWARD CATEGORIES – INDUSTRY PARTNER 
· IP01 Commissioned/Collaborative- submitted by an Industry Partner for a specific designer's project; includes any item custom made, one-of-a-kind, or stand-alone. 

· IP02 Furniture/Millwork-custom made or for a new product line, product line must be named. (e.g., furniture, cabinets, doors, banisters, bookcases, moldings, etc.). 

· IP03 Lighting Fixture - Custom made or for a new product line, product line must be named. 

· IP04 Permanent Fixture (non-lighting) - must be a produced, permanently installed item (e.g., cabinetry, stair railing, fountain, fireplace, mosaic, medallion, etc.). 

· IP05 Rugs/Tile/Textiles - Custom or for a product line, (e.g., rugs, tiles, window treatments, bedding, etc.).
